Third Party Payment Processing
Click2Gov will post information using either GET or POST, which is specified in the configuration file as the Method parameter.  The SendTo parameter indicates where to post the data.  The data submitted to the third party is defined as follows.

Depending on the acceptance or denial of the payment by the processor, the third party needs to return one of the following codes as the result parameter:
a. Denied card = 0
b. Successful charge = 1
c. Cancelled operation = 2
C2GBP and C2GPT Post Processing

After processing the payment, the third party must POST an HTTP request to the ThirdPartyPayments.jsp in order for the Click2Gov application to call the appropriate stored procedures and update the Cash Receipts interface.  The URL to post response data to must include the following parameters:

The third party will need to display the customer account number (the refid parameter) on the receipt page.
C2GCX Post Processing
CX handles after processing differently.  Unlike the other programs, CX uses a lockbox for retrieving information about payments so the return page does not enter any information into the database.  For CX, the third party must still POST an HTTP request, but it should instead go to ReturnFromThirdPartyPayment.jsp with the same parameters.
